
  March Curriculum Update for Mrs. Roubicek’s 4th Grade Class

Writing: Students learned how to use teacher feedback and set goals for improving their writing on the last beach narrative assignment.  Copies will go home with report cards in two weeks.  We will do an all-day writing practice Wednesday for narrative.  Please send in sugar-free gum if you can.  We will return to expository writing soon and start practicing how to manage time for writing stages during the MSP.  
Reading: We are continuing Toolkit #4, Infer Meaning, and will test at the end of the month.  Students are learning how to combine background knowledge with text clues to make inferences.  Ask them about our literacy equation: BK + TC = I  

We started a new novel, Riding Freedom to practice all of the reading skills we have learned this year in conjunction with our toolkit lessons.
Science Fiction Book Report due Monday, April 1st is EXTRA CREDIT.  Book report forms are available online and in the classroom.  The activity is a brochure advertising the futuristic location of the story they choose.
Spelling: For the next four weeks, students will have spelling lists developed from the words in our new novel, Riding Freedom.  Remember to study for the vocabulary definitions each week!
Math: Students are beginning to learn about Area and Perimeter in Topic 14.  Next, they will learn about Customary and Metric units of measurement, time and temperature in Topic 16.  This topic will take us through the end of March before we begin Topic 17, Data and Graphs.
